4) Proposed generic letter, "Potential for Degradation of
the Emergency Core Cooling System and the Containment Spray
System After a Loss-of-Coolant Accident Because of Construction
and Protective Coating Deficiencies and Foreign Material in the
Containment."

5) Proposed staff position regarding inclusion of a
containment spray system in the AP600 design.
