Meeting with Southern Nuclear Operating Company 
 
On November 29, 2016, representatives of Southern Nuclear Operating Company (SNC) and 
the staff held a meeting at NRC Headquarters, Rockville, Maryland, to discuss the licensee’s 
plans to submit a risk-informed license amendment request and exemptions as part of the 
resolution of Generic Safety Issue 191 (GSI-191), “Assessment of Debris Accumulation on 
PWR Sump Performance,” for Vogtle Electric Generating Plant, Units 1 and 2.  SNC described 
methods it is using to address specific technical issues associated with GSI-191 and the 
content of the planned amendment and exemption requests. 
 
Renewal of Operating License for Grand Gulf Nuclear Station, Unit 1 
 
On December 1, 2016, the staff issued the renewed operating license for Grand Gulf Nuclear 
Station, Unit 1, authorizing operation for an additional 20 years beyond the original license 
expiration date.  The new expiration date is November 1, 2044.  The staff completed its 
reviews as documented in NUREG-2211, Safety Evaluation Report Related to the License 
Renewal of Grand Gulf Nuclear Station, Unit 1, and Supplement 50 to NUREG-1437, Generic 
Environmental Impact Statement for License Renewal of Nuclear Plants Regarding Grand 
Gulf Nuclear Station, Unit 1.  The issuance of the Grand Gulf renewed license brings the total 
number of renewals to 86 reactor units.
